Spaces are free for nonprofit organizations and governmental entities. Free booth spaces also are available to donors of at least $500 in cash or approved in-kind contributions.
 
1. Please return form to streamfest@nolt.org or fax to 360-457-1089 by July 1.
2. Plan everything you need to make your exhibit/booth interesting. You’ll probably want to bring a canopy and at least one table and chair. Interactivity opportunities for participants usually increase interest and learning effectiveness.
3. Plan to set up your exhibit by 10 a.m. Sunday, Aug. 30.
4. Deliver it to 2238 E. Lindberg Rd., Port Angeles. Lindberg Road can be accessed either from Golf Course Rd. or Del Guzzi Drive, which both intersect with Hwy. 101 at the east edge of Port Angeles and on the south side of the highway. When you go under the log entry with the Ennis Arbor Farm sign, at the east end of Lindberg Road, take the driveway on the left (north). After you reach its end, turn right and proceed until you reach the Activity Meadow. Spaces will be labeled with the names of exhibitors. Unload as quickly as possible and park along Lindberg Road or in the meadow north of the driveway.
5. Plan to provide at least one booth host from 1-5 p.m. Sunday. That will give you time to enjoy the StreamFest Smorgasbord, which will open at noon, participate in the Procession of the Species, if you want, get in a silent auction bid by 6 p.m., and pack up by 7:30, when vehicles again will be permitted on the StreamFest Activity Meadow. Tickets will be available after July 1 from the NOLT office (360-417-1815), Port Book and News, PA; Pacific Mist Books, Sequim; and Sunny Farms Country Store, inbetween: $15 minimum donation covers smorgasbord with grilled salmon and local vegetables. Ice-cream-topped berry cobbler and beverages also will be available for purchase.
